The C Quadro Executive Building, oriented to the height of surrounding buildings, incorporates two fronts – a classic window wall and a high-tech glass casing – to create its distinctive exterior and improved thermal performance properties.  Metal crosspieces link the two elements and allow each layer to be individually serviced.
